2011 Pastors FAM Trip Itinerary
February 16

Today the journey of a life time begins! Our international flight on El Al #28 departs from Newark NJ (EWR) at
1:15pm. Be sure that your connection arrives into Newark no later than 10:30 AM.

February 17 Arrival and Old City of Jerusalem

We arrive in Israel at 6:40 am ready to begin our first day of touring in the Holy Land. We will make our way up to
Jerusalem where we will spend the day in the Old City visiting such places as King David's Tomb and the Upper
Room, the Zion Gate and Jewish Quarter, the Temple Institute and Wohl Museum, the Western Wailing Wall and
the Southern Steps of the Temple Mount. We will end our day with dinner at Leonardo Jerusalem Hotel.

February 18

We begin early today with a tour of the Western Wall tunnels where we will descend to street level at the time of Jesus. We will then

visit the Pools of Bethesda before exiting the Old City via the Lions Gate. We will ascend to the top of the Mount of

- Olives for a panoramic view of Jerusalem and time of instruction from the Word. We will then descend down the Palm

o ' ”* » Sunday path to the garden of Gethsemane and the Church of All Nations. We then make our way to the House of

mQ Sk Caiaphas where Jesus spent His final hours before the cross. After lunch we will visit the Church of the Holy Sepulcher
and then end our day at the Garden Tomb.

February 19

Today we journey to the lowest point on planet Earth, the Dead Sea Basin. This day will include visits to the ancient
mountain fortress of Masada and the Oasis of En Gedi and the Caves of Qumran. We will also enjoy a float in the min-
eral rich waters of the Dead Sea before returning to Jerusalem for dinner and overnight. ¢

February 20

Our final morning in Jerusalem will take us to Yad Vashem, the Holocaust Memorial and Museum. We will then visit the Israel Museum
and the Shrine of the Book to see the amazing outdoor model of Jerusalem and the Dead Sea Scrolls. We sadly must then bid farewell to
the Holy City as we make our way back down to the Jordan Valley for our journey north to the Galilee. Along the way we
will stop at Beit Shean to see one of the most spectacular archeological sites in the country. We then finish our day arriving
at the Sea of Galilee and our hotel for a relaxing evening along the Galilee shores.

February 21

Today we go to the northern part of Israel to visit the Golan Heights. Our first stop will be at Tel Dan where we will enjoy a nature hike
through the archeological remains of the ancient city of Dan. We will then make our way to Banias in the region of Caesarea-Philippi. In
this area Peter uttered the Good Confession..."Thou art the Christ the Son of the Living God." We will then ascend Mount Bental for
"coffee in the clouds" and a view of the "road to Damascus". We will then return to the shores of the Galilee and our hotel for dinner and
overnight.

February 22

Its all about Jesus today as we trace His steps around the Galilee. Beginning in Capernaum where Jesus often taught in
the synagogue and then on to the Mount of Beatitudes where Jesus preached His most famous Sermon on the Mount. We [
will also visit Tabgha and recall the Feeding of the 5000 and the miraculous catch of fish by the disciples. We will visit FI
Beit Igal Alon to see a 2000 year old fishing boat rescued from the shores of the lake during a season of draught. From there we will set
sail for a cruise on the Lake Kinneret. Our day will end at the Yardenit, the Jordan River baptismal site where those who desire may be
immersed in the Jordan River.

February 23

Our final day of touring takes us across the Jezreel Valley better known as the Valley of Armageddon to Tel =~ Megiddo where
we will behold the ruins of 25 layers of civilization. Our next ascent will be to the top of Mt. Carmel where Elijah faced off
with the Prophets of Baal. We then make our way to the Mediterranean Coast and to Caesarea where Peter first preached the
Gospel to the House of Cornelius. Our day ends at our hotel in Tel Aviv.

February 24
Today is a semi-free day in Tel Aviv. New Covenant Tours will be inviting the leaders of Israeli ministries to come and present us with a
picture of what God is doing among the children of Israel in these days. The afternoon will be yours for some final shopping or strolling
along the beach. Late in the afternoon we will have a brief tour of the ancient port city of Jaffa (Joppa) and then enjoy a farewell dinner
together before our bus takes us to Ben Gurion Airport for our late night flight home. El Al flight #27 will depart at 12:30 AM (Feb. 25)

February 25
Our flight arrives at Newark at 6:00 am. From there you will make your final domestic connection flights home to your city where you
can begin to share with those you love your amazing adventures in Israel... The Holy Land.
